When the request is complete, the library staff will enter a note on the patient’s chart.  The note will be in the following format:�


"Nurse Goodhealth requested library reference services for Mrs. Illpatient on April 21, 2007.  Information provided by Friendly Librarian on April 22, 2007 from MedlinePlus”





Not only will this service provide information that the patient can use to make better decisions about their health care, but by using the “order” and “notes” features of Meditech, we can document the process for the Joint Commission.

How do I order a library literature request?





The Librarian Literature Request is located within “Work Orders” (Meditech).
